Ezekiel 17:22–24 I have lifted high the lowly tree. 
Psalm 92 “Lord, it is good to give thanks to you.” 
2 Corinthians 5:6–10 Whether we are at home or away, we aspire to please the Lord. 
Mark 4:26–34 It is the smallest of all seeds, and becomes the largest of plants.
