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Liturgy of the Word 
Joshua 5:9a, 10-12 The people celebrate the first Passover in the promised land.. 

Psalm 34 “Taste and see the goodness of the Lord.” 

2 Corinthians 5:17-21 Jesus reconciles us to his Father. 

Luke 15:1-3, 11-32 Forgiveness and reconciliation are reasons for celebration.

On the plains of Jericho, the Chosen People finally reach a fertile land that can pro-

duce food for them to eat.  Paul extols God’s goodness, for God reconciled the world 

through Christ.  In the Gospel story of the prodigal son, the father is so overjoyed at his 

wayward son’s return that he throws a huge feast, serving the choicest food and insisting 

his son wear the household’s finest clothes.
