LITURGY OF THE WORD 

Deuteronomy 8:2–3,14b-16a We live on every word 
that comes from the mouth of God. 
Psalm 147 “Praise the Lord, Jerusalem.” 
1 Corinthians 10:16–17 The cup we bless and the bread we break 
are a participation in the body of Christ. 
John 6:51–58 Jesus is the living bread come down from heaven. 
The food God provides is unique and special. Take the manna God provided 
in the desert. Twice Moses says in our first reading that this food was unknown 
to their ancestors. The food that Jesus provides was also unknown to anyone’s 
ancestors and it is even more special, for it is Christ’s own Body and Blood. 
Saint Paul reminds us that we participate in the Body and Blood of Christ 
when we share the Eucharist, and Jesus tells us that whoever does so remains 
in him and he in us. As we listen to the word of God, let us listen for the many 
ways God feeds us. 
Question of the Week: When I receive the Eucharist, I receive Jesus within 
me. How does knowing that Jesus is in me affect the way I act in the world? 
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
